Safety Topic – Joe Coleman talked about the importance of having flares on boat and importance of checking the expiration date.  B-boaters should also always take a moment to check the safety kit provided by the SBM to ensure it contains flares and they have not expired – past expiration date.  Private boat with expired flares should contact EOD personnel for disposal.
Ongoing Business

Treasurer’s Report  -   Trudy advised club members of the status of the KAISC treasurer funds.  Total Funds as of 29 March 2011:  $20,842.88.  Significant expenditures for the month included $349.00 for the purchase of A/C unit for KAISC merchandise being stored at Pacific Club; 1,192.05 for shipment of tug via barge from CA to Kwaj. and $1,959.78 for purchase of merchandise.

Significant deposits for the month included $3,189.50 for merchandise sales which is AWESOME for one month of sales!
Ship’s Store Report  - Trudy provided update on KAISC merchandise.  New hats have arrived – Marlin design, good selection of colored baseball caps and good selection of fishing hats.  There are two additional shirt designs on the way as well as more hats with a Mahi design.  Also placed an order for more bottle huggies, canvas bags with stitched Marlin design and ladies V-Neck T-shirt with stitched sailfish design.

KAISC did great selling merchandise at the Spring Craft Fair – total sales amounted to $1,293.00.

Sunday Series Challenge – Trudy provided update on Sunday Series Challenge.  Past Sunday marked 28th week of the challenge and all categories are still open.  Prize monies now up to $3,000, $600.00 per category.  Ronnie Smith & crew came the closest to winning a category this past weekend with their 30.8 lb. Wahoo.  
Contacted by USAKA regarding request submitted for 6 mile extension.  Requested KAISC identify a specific Sunday each month (went with 3rd Sunday of each month – for no particular reason) and requested we submit request from current period to the end of the year.  No word yet from USAKA regarding approval.  Hopefully we will hear something soon.

KAISC Vehicle Status – Joe Coleman provided update on KAISC vehicle status.
New tug has arrived; however, won’t be put in service for several weeks due to several electrical/mechanical issued that need to be addressed.  Also need to address taking hitches off old tug and having them installed on new tug.

Will also be checking with Automotive regarding undercoating and painting.

Tractor – new batteries have been installed in tractor.  Ben will continue to monitor charging.  It could just be that the tractor is not getting used enough these days…..
