Treasurer’s Report  -  Trudy provided members with Treasurer’s Report.  Total funds in the KAISC treasury as of 26 June 2011 amount to $18,840.71.  Significant expenditures for the month include $1,899.52 for the purchase of new KAISC merchandise.  Significant deposits for the month include $623.00 for merchandise sales.

Ship’s Store Report  - Trudy provided members with Ship’s Store report.

Still waiting for bottle coozies – there was a bit of a mess up in shipping, they should be arriving on one of the next two barges.   Placed another order for quick dry shirts – new sailfish design and KAISC logo design.    Club is pretty much fully stocked with regard to merchandise.  Don’t anticipate placing any more orders for quite some time.  Should have a good selection for the Craft Fair in September.
Sunday Series Challenge Update – Trudy provided members with update for Sunday Series Challenge.  Due to small craft advisory called last Sunday, June 19th, tournament day, challenge was cancelled for the day.  Total prize monies remain at $2,720.00/$680.00 per category.
