Ongoing Business

Trudy also advised club members KAISC would be selling merchandise at the Spring Craft Fair being held Monday, April 11th, 10:00 a.m. – 2:00 p.m. at the MP Room.
Sunday Series Challenge – Trudy advised club members the Challenge was entering its 25th week and all categories are still open.  Prize monies now up to $2,625.00, $525.00 per category.
