Safety Topic – Andy Carden, KAISC member, addressed the importance of Captains advising crew members to remain inside boat until boat has come to a complete stop at the SBM dock when pulling into the SBM.  Passengers often seem to want to jump out of the boat prior to the boat pulling up to the dock – often just to be helpful with docking.   Jumping out of the boat before it is in a good/safe position at the dock is risky business and can cause an accident/injury.  It’s also especially important for Captains to advise/remind crew (prior to arrival at the dock) not to jump out of the boat until the Captain gives the “all clear”, especially when taking out new B-boaters and/or TDY personnel.
