KAISC May 2011 Meeting Minutes
There were 18 folks in attendance at the KAISC March meeting.   Meeting was called to order at approximately 7:00 p.m.
Ongoing Business
KAISC Meeting Minutes – Joe Coleman advised members meeting minutes for April were disseminated to all club members via e-mail – advised folks to get with Trudy if they did not receive…  also advised folks to get with Trudy if they wanted to be removed from distribution.  
Safety Topic – Joe Coleman discussed actions that should be taken in the event someone on the boat gets hooked.  Discussion included the importance of always having some type of cutting tool on the boat, if possible a good pair of bolt cutters/wire cutters is the best tool to have.  If nothing else, a good sharp knife should be on the boat.  The most important thing is to always stay calm and not panic.   Make certain the individual that has been hooked is stabilized, i.e. sitting in the boat or lying on the deck.  If hook barb is embedded, best approach is to cut the line/leader above the hook and leave the entire hook intact.  If the hook barb is entirely thru the skin and the barb is visible, if there’s a good pair of bolt cutters on board, you can always remove the barb so you can pull the hook back thru or cut the circle end off the hook and push it entirely thru the skin.  Or, again, just cut the leader above the hook and let emergency personnel at the hospital deal with removing the hook.  
Treasurer’s Report  -   Trudy reported on current status of treasury funds.  Total Funds as of 25 May 2011:  $20,949.15
Significant Expenditures for the month included  $267.96 for Tractor Batteries; $254.80 worth of Lures for Raffle Prizes, and $114.45 for Insulation for Merchandise Storage Area.
Significant Deposits included $652.00 from Merchandise Sales
Ship’s Store Report  - Trudy advised members the club is still waiting on new merchandise to arrive on the barge – new hats and t-shirts from Ouray sportswear.  Also ordered embroidered canvas totes and ladies v-neck embroidered shirts – order was shipped from Harrington Graphics  to KRS San Leandro last week and should be arriving on one of the upcoming barges.
Sunday Series Challenge Update – Trudy provided update on Sunday Series Challenge.  May 22nd marked 32nd week of the challenge – due to small craft advisory called at 11:00 a.m. on Sunday, challenge was cancelled for the day.  Total prize monies remain at $3,150.00/$630.00 per category.
KAISC has received approval for 3-mile Extended B-Boat range every 3rd Sunday of the month thru until the end of the fiscal year/September 2011.  Approval applies to any additional tournaments/derbies also held on the 3rd Sunday of every month.  The next third Sunday of the month will be June 19th – day of Jungle Rules Fishing Tournament and Sunday Series Challenge.
KAISC Vehicle Status – Joe provided update on KAISC vehicle status as follows:
· New tug is in service.

· Old tug will be turned in for dispo as soon as salvageable parts have been removed.

· Tractor is currently operational.

Jungle Rules Fishing Tournament Update - Joe Coleman reviewed rules for upcoming Jungle Rules Fishing Tournament.  Reminded folks about exception to policy approved by SBM Manager allowing Captains participating in Jungle Rules Fishing Tournament to sign-up early for B-boat.
New Business
KAISC Donation To Junior State of America Summer Program on Ebeye – Joe Coleman initiated discussion regarding KAISC making donation to the Junior State of America (JSA) Summer Program.  JSA is a three week intensive program discussing government at three schools in the US:  Georgetown University, Princeton University and Stanford.  Five students were accepted; however, all scholarship monies had already been distributed to Majuro students.  Program fees total $4,500 per student, not including airfare.  Teachers are trying to raise enough monies to send at least one student to the course.  If teachers cannot raise enough monies to send student, donations would be used to pay for students to take Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL) program.
Discussions resulted in favorable vote for KAISC  to donate $250.00 to the JSA Summer Program IF donation resulted in enough funds to send a student.  KAISC members do not want monies to go to the TOEFL program.
Fuel Price increase – Joe advised KAISC members of increase in fuel prices effective 1 June 2011:
MUR (Motor gasoline) $3.86 per gallon - up $0.90

Straight gas is currently $3.12 per gallon at SBM, additional .90 per gallon brings the price up to $4.02/gallon.
