“’The Biggest Catch” Fishing Derby
Sunday, 22 November 2009 Thru
Monday, 23 November 2009

General Information

As the title goes…, prize monies for this derby will go to the Captain & crew that lands the biggest catch  – categories of fish that will qualify for the Biggest Catch derby are as follows:   Marlin, Sailfish, Yellowfin, Ono, Mahi-Mahi, Aku, Dogtooth & Rainbow Runner. 

There will be no limit to how many B-boat sessions or days Captains & crew may fish; however, Captains must be registered for the derby, entry fees for derby paid prior to fishing and fish must be weighed in the day it is caught.  
Weigh in sessions will take place on Sunday & Monday, 12:30 - 1:00 p.m. and 5:30 – 6:00 p.m. and as needed for the really big fish.   

Captains are not required to fish with the same crew each session/day of fishing; however, derby points will only be awarded to the Captain & crew landing the biggest fish.  As in every KAISC sponsored fishing event, prize monies will be awarded to the Captain.
Derby will take place during normal B-boat hours of operation within approved B-boat limits (applies to private boats also).  

Note:  If fishing a full day – boats are not required to return the Kwajalein/Roi harbors until 

1730 hours.  

This derby will host a contest for the Kwajalein Anglers and for the Roi-Namur Anglers.  Kwajalein anglers will be awarded prize monies based on the biggest catch landed at Kwajalein and Roi-Namur anglers will be awarded prize monies based on the biggest catch landed at Roi-Namur.  Captains will be required to identify fishing location at time of registration, i.e. Kwajalein or Roi-Namur.  Captains will only be allowed to fish at one location unless a second entry fee is paid.  For example, if a Captain & crew want to fish on Kwajalein Sunday and Roi-Namur on Monday, they will be required to pay two separate entry fees.
Tourney Entry Fee

· $150.00 Entry Fee Per Captain 
· Fees are refundable up to the start of the derby on Sunday morning and thereafter on a case-by-case basis at the discretion of the Derby Director.
· Prize monies awarded to Captain and crew that lands the biggest fish at Kwajalein will be paid from monies collected by Captains fishing at Kwajalein.  Prize monies awarded to Captain & crew that lands the biggest fish at Roi-Namur will be paid from the monies collected by Captains fishing at Roi-Namur.

Note:  20% of total entry fees collected for this derby will be set aside for the KAISC Grand Champion Angler (KGCA) award at the conclusion of the 2009 KAISC derby/tournament series.  Monies will be taken from the total entry fees received, excluding side pot entry fees.
Ahi Tuna Side Pot

Derby will also host an optional “Ahi Tuna” side pot.  Entry fee is $50.00 – monies will be awarded to the Captain/team participating in the side pot with the heaviest Ahi Tuna (no minimum weight).  100% of the Ahi tuna side pot monies will be awarded for this category.  If no Ahi tuna are caught during the derby, monies will roll over to the next KAISC sponsored derby/tournament (under the Captain’s name).  One entry fee of $50.00/Captain covers the entire derby.  Entry fee can be paid any time during the derby but must be paid prior to fishing.  There will be only one Ahi side pot paid (side pot will include both Kwajalein & Roi-Namur participants).
Ono Side Pot

Derby will also host an optional “Ono” side pot.  Entry fee is $50.00 – monies will be awarded to the team participating in the side pot with the heaviest Ono (no minimum weight).  100% of the Ono side pot monies will be awarded for this category.  If no Ono are caught during the derby, monies will be rolled over to the next KAISC sponsored derby/tournament (under the Captain’s name).  One entry fee of $50.00/Captain covers the entire derby.  Entry fee can be paid any time during the derby but must be paid prior to fishing.  There will be only one Ono side pot paid (side pot will include both Kwajalein & Roi-Namur participants).

KAISC Grand Champion Angler (KGCA) Points

KGCA points for this derby will be as follows:

Participation Points:  50 points per team member – one time total of 50 points to be awarded per person participating in the derby.

Biggest Catch Points:  500 points awarded to Captain & crew landing the biggest fish.

Kwajalein Records Program Points:  300 points awarded to Captain & crew landing any fish that sets a new record in the Kwajalein Atoll Records program.

Derby Rules – This is a jungle rules derby, IGFA rules do not apply.
· Derby will be full day or half day sessions during normal Small Boat Marina (SBM) B-boat hours.  

· There will be no additional fees associated with this derby – anglers do no need to be KAISC members to participate in this derby.

· USAKA Registered boats must be equipped with working VHS radio – SBM boat Captains must also have a working GPS on board (provided by SBM).

· USAKA registered boats must file a float plan prior to departure from Kwajalein or Roi-Namur harbor.

· This is a B-boat range derby - all boats MUST remain in approved b-boat range established for derby day.
· USAKA Registered boats participating in derby must file a Float Plan prior to departing Kwajalein and/or Roi-Namur harbors.
· All fish must be trolled up.  No types of electric reeling devices of any kind are allowed.

·  All fish must be caught using only normal fishing equipment, including standard rods, reels or handlines.  Lures or live bait may be used.  Outriggers, down-riggers and/or kites may be used.  
· No participant in derby may accept assistance from any aerial observation device during derby fishing hours.

· Captains must not transfer their catch to any other boat – this action is automatic grounds for disqualification.
· Mutilated or shark bit fish do not qualify.  All fish caught must be in edible and fresh condition.  Any evidence of freezing will disqualify any fish.  The weigh master has the right to refuse any mutilated fish or fish considered to be in poor condition.

· Channels 12 & 68 should be used for official radio traffic only.  Channel 72 should be used for derby chatter.
Small Craft and/or West Wind Advisory
If there is a small craft advisory or west wind called any time during the derby, all derby monies will be refunded to Captains.

Boating Safety
Everyone involved in the derby is expected to demonstrate good boating safety practices at all times.  Only one boat at a time is allowed to transit through SAR Pass (Kwajalein) or North Pass (Roi-Namur); following boats must wait until the first boat has completely cleared the pass before entering.  When approaching the harbors, all boats should slow to a safe harbor speed.   If Captains & Crew observe any boat in distress, appropriate measures should be taken to make radio contact and question the need for assistance.  Captains must be sure radios are on with volume raised to ensure all radio transmissions can be heard.
