Tournament Entry Fee

· Entry fee is $100 per boat per ½-day fishing session.  All monies collected for Tournament to be paid out in prize monies.   
· Sorry, no refunds on Tournament day except for withdrawal from tournament due to mechanical failures which occur within first hour of fishing.  Refunds will be at the discretion of Tournament Directors.
3 Tournament Categories
· Largest Ahi, Largest Ono, Largest Billfish
Tournament Rules
· All anglers participating in Tournament must be KAISC members ($25.00 membership fee for full year 2011) or must pay $10.00 participation fee.
· Maximum of five (5) anglers allowed on each boat (Captain included).
· Entry fee of $100 per boat per ½-day fishing session.  Boats may fish both morning & afternoon session but must pay entry fee for each ½-day fishing session. ½-day fishing session times for Tournament are 8:00-12:30 and 1:00-5:30.  Boats fishing both morning & afternoon session do not have to return to Kwajalein Harbor at 12:30 – boats can remain out at fishing grounds all day.
· All B-boats (B-boats & Private boats) must be equipped with working VHS radio and Small Boat Marina GPS.
· This will be a B-Boat range fishing tournament – all boats must remain in designated/approved B-boat area.

· All Captains must check in with Tournament Directors prior to Tournament start – failure to check in may result in disqualification from Tournament.
· All USAKA registered boats must file a float plan prior to departure from Kwajalein harbor.
· All boats must be inside the Kwajalein harbor NLT 12:30 p.m. for the morning session and 5:30p.m. for the afternoon session – late arrivals will be disqualified.
· Late Hook Ups:  No late hook ups for this Tournament.
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· All types of fishing are allowed for this Tournament except the use of nets for qualifying fish. You can troll, down rig, cast, use live or dead bait, kite fish, etc.
· Nets are allowed for catching bait fish only.
· Mutilated or shark bit fish do not qualify.  All fish caught must be in edible and fresh condition.  Any evidence of freezing will disqualify any fish.  The weigh master has the right to refuse any mutilated fish or fish considered to be in poor condition.
· Protests must be reported to the Tournament Director NLT 1800 of Tournament day.  All rulings made by the Tournament Directors & Weigh Masters are final.
· Channels 68 should be used for official radio traffic only.  Channel 72 should be used for Tournament chatter.
· Fish can be caught using normal fishing equipment, including standard rods, reels or hand lines.  Lures or live/dead bait may be used.  Outriggers, down-riggers and/or kites may be used. Nets may only be used to catch bait fish.
· Participants in Tournament may not accept assistance from any aerial observation device during fishing hours.

· Captains must not transfer their catch to any other boat – this action is automatic grounds for disqualification.
Sunday Series Challenge

If interested, teams can also participate in the Sunday Series Challenge.  Cost to enter, $25.00 per fishing session.  Boats fishing all day will not have to return to Kwajalein Harbor for weigh-in at 12:30 p.m. – boats can remain out at fishing grounds all day.  All boats participating in Sunday Series Challenge must remain in designated/approved B-boat range. Extended B-Boat Range has been approved for the 3rd Sunday of each month for the Sunday Series Challenge ONLY.
Small Craft and/or West Wind Advisory
If there is a small craft advisory or west wind called any time during the Tournament, Tournament will be canceled and all monies will be refunded to Captains.

Boating Safety

Everyone involved in the Tournament is expected to demonstrate good boating safety practices at all times.  Only one boat at a time is allowed to transit through SAR Pass; following boats must wait until the first boat has completely cleared the pass before entering. When approaching the harbor, all boats should slow to a safe harbor speed.  If Captains & Crew observe any boat in distress, appropriate measures should be taken to make radio contact and question the need for assistance.  Captains must be sure radios are on with volume raised to ensure all radio transmissions can be heard.
