Total prize monies awarded to Capt. Jack and crew for their catch - $960.00

Calculation as follows:

Total prize monies collected:  $150 x 8 = $1,200.00 Less 20% to be placed in pot for Grand Champion Angler Challenge ($240.00) = $960.00.

Total prize monies currently in the Grand Champion Angler Challenge:  $460.00 ($220.00 1st Derby, $240.00 2nd Derby)

This derby also hosted a yellowfin tuna side pot.  There were a total of four teams that participated; however, there were no yellowfin tuna caught during the derby so monies will be refunded.

As far as Grand Champion Angler Points, there were no yellowfin caught 26 lbs. or more and no Marlin caught so no points will be awarded for those categories.  Capt. Jack and his crew will receive 50 points for catching the winning fish in the derby.  All participants will receive 50 participation points.  There will  be a drawing held tomorrow for the additional 50 bonus points for early registration.  An updated Grand Champion Angler Point List will be posted at the Small Boat Marina this weekend.
